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Our focus in Barnsley is to deliver excellent services
while investing in the borough. We do this because
we want Barnsley to thrive and to give people
ambition and a sense of pride in where they live.

Creating an ambitious future

Barnsley must move forward,
and we're committed to making
this happen. Our one-off capital
investment projects are what
set us apart from other councils,
which is one of the reasons we're
double-award winning council of
the year. We use funding from the
government, the South Yorkshire
Mayoral Combined Authority or
other funding bodies to create
these opportunities.

Over the next four years, we're
investing £64 million, including

an additional £2 million of our
funds for roads and highway
maintenance, as well as external
funding in major infrastructure
improvements, including

council housing, schools and
transformational projects such as:

« Moving forward with our
Health on the High Street
plans with our health partners,
building on the success of the
Community Diagnostic Centre
in The Glass Works.

« Developing and piloting
approaches to enrich young
people’s lives in Barnsley so that
all young people have the same
opportunities as those from
wealthier homes. This includes
creating an activity park next to
the town centre's forthcoming
Youth Zone and working with
the world-renowned Barnsley
Youth Choir to create a new
Northern Academy for Vocal
Excellence (NAVE).

Further work to transform our
Principal Towns, improving
the environment and giving
urban spaces and buildings
new purpose.

Our financial position is well-
managed, but things are difficult.
We've had to make tough
decisions, but we can keep
delivering the services people
need for this year. The bulk of our
revenue budget, which supports
our day-to-day services, comes
from council tax, government
grants, fees, charges and business
rates. Still, this total has not kept
up with service demands and the
cost of living.

The council's element of Council
Tax will increase by 4.99%, with
most households paying no more
than an extra £1.50 per week.
That's broken down by 2%

to support Adult Social Care

and 299% to maintain other
vital services.

We very much recognise the
financial pressure on you and your
families. It's an incredibly hard
decision, which hasn't been taken
lightly, but without this extra
income, we would have to change
or stop delivering some of our
services, impacting everyone.

Stunning new bridge

We're delighted that our
new town centre bridge is
open and being well-used.

A friendly atmosphere, personal
service and the fruits of years
of experience await you at our
markets, where stallholders
have been supported by a
series of initiatives.

Penistone Market continues to

be bustling on Thursdays and
Saturdays, with stalls offering
everything from freshly-made pies
and beautiful flowers to gourmet
cheeses, jewellery and homewares.

Goldthorpe's Market returned last
October with the opening of the
new Horse and Groom Square

The bridge safely connects The
Glass Works and wider town centre
with the Metrodome and Oakwell,
365 days a year, not just when
Barnsley FC are at home. Several
trafficcmanagement measures
are in place on matchdays

to help maximise safety, and
we're exploring longer-term
improvements to junctions and
pavements to further improve
safety for pedestrians.

The installation of the lifts was
delayed due to supply chain
issues, and we apologise for
any inconvenience this caused.

We chose to get the bridge
open as soon as possible rather
than waiting for the lifts, final
public realm improvements and
cosmetic works to be complete.
We now look forward to the

at the heart of Goldthorpe, which
was funded through the £231m
awarded to Goldthorpe from the
UK Government's Towns Fund.

It's open from 9am every Thursday,
with regular stalls offering fresh fish,
fruit 'n' veg, jewellery, traditional
sweets, fashion, tasty cakes and
household essentials.

Hoyland Market runs on Tuesdays
and Saturdays. We are making
improvements to Hoyland Town
Square which will allow for further
trading opportunities.

Wombwell also offers a range of
stalls and is set to welcome more
traders to the High Street following
the launch of a business grants
scheme similar to that which proved
popular ahead of the launch of
Goldthorpe Market last year.

Under our Principal Towns and Local
Centres Programme, we carried

out repaving and resurfacing and
introduced new seating, litter bins
and planters last summer to make

removal of the temporary bridge.
This needs careful coordination
with Network Rail and we've
already had to cancel it once
due to it being too windy for the
crane to operate. It's scheduled
to go ahead on Saturday

16 March, weather-permitting.

When Network Rail closed

the Jumble Lane crossing, we
took the opportunity to create
something special in the heart
of the town centre. The ambitious
design complements The Glass
Works brilliantly and adds to

the continued development

of our outstanding town centre.

We're grateful for your patience
throughout the construction
process and although it's taken
longer than we all would have
liked, it was worth the wait.

Wombwell High Street an even more
welcoming place to be.

The World of Brian Wildsmith
includes two new free exhibitions
of art and illustrations which will
enchant children and parents
alike. Paws, Claws, Tales and Roars:
The Art of Brian Wildsmith at

the Cooper Gallery and Coming
Home: The Life of Brian Wildsmith
at Experience Barnsley Museum,
will run from Saturday 20 April to
Saturday 21 September.

The shows will be awash with
the vibrant palette and limitless
imagination that define Brian's
beloved books, including his ABC,
The Owl and the Woodpecker,
Jungle Party, and many more.

The World of Brian Wildsmith,

will be a delight for all ages -
from younger visitors to families,
designers, artists, and illustrators,
to anyone interested in literacy.
The exhibition will encourage
everyone all to read more, look
closer, and create. There will be

a programme of activities based
around Brian's stories, including
‘Brian’s Wild Wood" which will

be available to explore in the
Cooper Gallery, and opportunities
for budding artists to learn new
skills, including a local school
competition: 'Paws, Claws, Tales
and Roars - The New Generation!

The two exhibitions delve into
every aspect of Brian's creative
journey, spotlighting his masterful
draughtsmanship and wildly
imaginative use of colour. Both
exhibitions have been developed
with love and passion in
collaboration with Brian's

family and Barnsley Museums.

Brian died in 2016. This marks

the first time that his personal
collection of original illustrations,
early works, drawings, paintings,
photographs, and memorabilia are
being shown together anywhere

brilliance. Whilst Brian later made
France his home, it was only fitting
that his family choose his birth town
of Barnsley as the first to showcase
this unprecedented body of work,
spanning sixty years of creativity.

Born in Barnsley in 1930, Brian
studied at Barnsley School of Art
before receiving a scholarship

to London's Slade School of Art.

He made his name in 1962 when
Oxford University Press published
his ABC, a richly coloured alphabet,
brimming with patterns, textures,
and the sheer joy of paint.

You could be having a stroke.

In Barnsley, we're committed to
working together to help everyone
in our communities enjoy life in good
health and make sure you can get
the right support at the right time.

That's why we're coming together
with health and care organisations
across Barnsley to encourage
everyone to act fast on possible
signs of a stroke.

We know that acting fast on possible
symptoms is important as it helps you
get the best possible treatment to
prevent long-term health conditions
stemming from strokes and could
save your life.

Working with stroke cafés, we've
spoken to local stroke survivors
and their families to hear their
stories, including the symptoms
they experienced, to help everyone
think twice about strokes.

Betty, a stroke survivor from Hoyland,
told us how two weeks before

her stroke, she had suddenly lost

her eyesight and had a "gripping
headache”. Her stroke started with

a “tingle in your feet”, which very
quickly worked its way up until she
had lost feeling down the right side
of her body.

Luckily for Betty, her daughter was

a first aider and knew what to do,
immediately contacting 999. She said
she was "in the right place, at the

right time", and has got use back in
her body slowly.

We also spoke to Dean, another
|local stroke survivor, who told us he
was driving when suddenly, he got
this “funny headache” for about an
hour. A week later, the same thing
happened when his daughter was
in the car, who encouraged him to
see a doctor about his symptomes.

Finally, we spoke to Julie, a stroke
survivor from Goldthorpe, who was
at work when all of a sudden, her
speech became slurry and she
started to feel very disorientated.

She thought she just needed a
shower to warm up but two hours
later, the right side of her face was
numb, which she described as being
like “someone pulling on my neck”.
She then called an ambulance
which came quickly to get her the
right support.

As part of our new Barnsley stroke
campaign, all the stroke survivors
we spoke to wanted to share

one simple, urgent message —
