| will show them
identification. This can be a
driving licence, bank
statement or household bill.

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When | visit the library

In the library there will be
shelves of books and audio
books. There are fiction
and non-fiction books, for
adults and for children.

It’s okay to borrow and
read a children’s book if
you’re an adult.
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There are also large print
books, comic books and
books about local history.

| can sit in a chair to read a
book.
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| can borrow a book or
audio book and take it
home with me.

If | want to borrow a book

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The library also has some
computers.

The computers are free to
use.

To use the computers |
can reserve a time by going
online. | will need my
library card number and
my PIN number to log in
and book a computer.

| can also turn up to the
library without booking a
computer — | might have to
wait until a computer
becomes available for me
to use.

| can ask the person
working at the library to
