7. To beincluded in the election booklet, a candidate’s election address which complies with all
requirements, together with a payment of £3200 (acceptable payment methods are as at 6 above) must
be received by the Combined Authority Returning Officer by 4pm on Friday 5 April 2024.

8. Applications to vote by post or to amend or cancel an existing postal vote must reach the relevant
Electoral Registration Officer by 5pm on Wednesday 17 April 2024.
